3. Obtain a volunteer letter from the main office and an ePIC Volunteer Information Takeaway so that
you (the applicant or volunteer) can access the PIC system on the Calgary Police Services website,
or the Direct Data Entry (DDE) system at one of the district police stations to move forward with your
application. The ePIC system will allow results of the Police Information Check applications to be
delivered directly to you online for viewing. You can also monitor the status of your application at
any time through your own personal account.

4. Share your completed Police Information Check results with the main office so that we can log the
status of your clearance in our school database.
